BY-LAWS

of
THE LADIES MUSICAL CLUB
of Seattle, Washington

Article I

The Ladies Musical Club of Seattle, Washington, is a cor-
oration of women formed for the purpose of developing
nusical interest in Seattle. .

Article II - Membership

~ Section 1. There shall be two classes of members: Active
nd Associate. - =43
- Sec. 2. The Active members of the Club shall consist ex-
lusively of women, and shall be limited in number to 250.
tive membership shall include the privilege of attending
all Club meetings, programs and the Concert Series; the right
> vote, hold office and take an active part in the deliberation
nd conduct of the Club.

~Sec. 3. Associate membership shall include both men and
women. and shall entitle them to the privilege of attending

public concerts given by the Club, including the Concert
_ Sec. 4. Qualifications for Active membership in the Club
hall be musicianship and the ability to do active work in
he Club. Prospective Active members must be able to make a
reditable public appearance in their own field, or be out-
anding in some field of musical achievement. Prospective

ctive members shall be invited by the Executive Board, ac-

ng to the following procedure:

a. Anyone wishing to submit a name for Active
membership must carry out the following procedure:
Obtain form from the President; secure signature of

- two Active members as sponsors; submit all information
- requested on Form (musical background, repertoire,
etc.); return completed Form to the President, who
then refers it to the Membership Chairman and her

- committee (see ART. V, Sec. I).
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b. The Membership Chairman shall then arrange for
the candidate to be heard on one of the two audition
programs held annually (second Monday in November,
second Monday in April).

c. Acceptance for membership must be in accord with
ART. V, Sec. I (concerning Membership Committee),
with this exception: If the five committee members,
as required in ART V. Sec. I, have previously heard a
candidate, they may recommend her to the Executive
Board for membership. In such case no audition is
required.

d. If the Membership Committee approves a candi-
date, and if the Executive Board votes in the affirm-
ative, the candidate shall receive an invitation to Active
membership.

e. Each candidate shall be notified of the result of
the audition.

Sec. 5. The number of non-performing members accepted
each year shall be limited to one, or not more than 10 percent
of the total number of new performing Active members ac-
cepted during the preceding year. All applications for non-
performing members shall be submitted directly to the
Executive Board for approval. A candidate for non-performing
membership shall have been outstanding in some specific field
of music.

Sec. 6. All Active members shall hold themselves in read-
iness to contribute to the programs or to scrve on committees
when requested. :

Article IIT - Officers

Sec. 1. The management of the Club shall be vested in a
President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding
Secretary, Treasurer and 10 Trustees who shall hold their of-
fices for one year. Said officers and trustees shall constitute
the Executive Board and shall have power to fill any vacancy
th»t may occur in their number. 4

Sec. 2. Officers and Trustees shall be elected by ballot as
directed in Article XI.

Sec. 3. The office of President, Vice-President, Recording
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Sec. 3. The Concert Committee shall be composed of five
more, Active members: A Chairman, an Assistant Chair-
‘man, a Concert Treasurer, and two or more other members.
~ The above named three officers of this committee shall be
‘appointed by the Executive Board from the Executive Board
‘within two weeks after the annual election. The Concert
ommittee Chairman shall have had previous Board ex-

ence.
The other members of the committee shall be chosen by
Concert Committee Chairman from the Active member-
ip with the approval of the Executive Board.

Sec. 4 The Concert Committee Chairman shall present a
comprehensive report quarterly to the Board. She shall also
report on each concert at the Active Members' meeting

owing the Concert.
~ Sec. 5. The Concert Treasurer shall manage all receipts
and disbursements in connection with the Artist Series and

all present a statement of the same at each Active Members’
eeting.

Article VII - Past Presidents Council

- Sec. 1. There sh»1l be a Past Presidents Council, consisting
all former Presidents who are Active members of the Club.,
The Chairman shnll be the Junior Past President of the Club.
‘An alternate Chairman shall be elected by the Council.
Sec. 2. There shall be at least one meeting a year, called
the Chairman, who may also call special meetings of this
uncil. -

~ Sec. 3. At this annual meeting, the Chairman shall report
for the Executive Board on policv and operation of Club
affairs, and shall carry back to the Executive Board the Coun-
cil’'s recommendations for any changes. .
~ Sec. 4. At the request of the majority of the resident Active
Past Presidents a special meeting must be called.

E. Article VIII - Club Meetings
Sec. 1. Active members’ meetings shall be held on the
Monday of each month, October through May inclu-
ve, except December.
- Sec. 2. The meeting on the fourth Monday in May of each
ar shall be known as the Annual Meeting.
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Sec. 3. The complimentary programs given by the Active
members shall be on the second Monday of each month during
the Club season unless otherwise stipulated by the Executive
Board.

Sec. 4. Notice of a special meeting must be mailed to the
Active membership two weeks before the appointed time and
must state the purpose of the Special meeting.

Sec. 5. Special business meetings of the Club may be called
by the President. A special meeting must be called upon writ-
ten request of twenty Active members, stating the purpose of
the meeting.

Article IX - Fees

Sec. 1. The annual dues shall be as follows: Active mem-
bers $10.00, Associate members $10.00, payable on or before
September 15.

Sec. 2. Active members are delinquent if dues are not paid
by January 1. =

Sec. 3. Active members who have proffered a written res-
ignation, which has been accepted by the Executive Board,
may be reinstated upon payment of a reinstatement fee of
$2.00 plus the current dues and upon the recommendation of
the Executive Board.

Sec. 4. Active members who have been absent from the city
one year or more, may be reinstated upon the payment of a
reinstatement fee of $2.00, plus the current dues and upon
the recommendation of the Executive Board.

Sec. 5. Members delinauent one year may be reinstated upon
the payment of a reinstatement fee of $2.00 and one year's
back dues, plus the current dues and upon the recommen-
dation of the Executive Board.

Article X - Financial Audit

The Executive Board shall appoint an Auditor to whom the
Treasurer and Concert Treasurer shall submit the financial
accounts of their respective Club funds annually.

Article XIV - Memorial Scholarship and Loan Fund

Sec. 1. The Ladies Musical Club Memorial Scholarship and
Loan Fund is available to music students under 35 years of
age, who need help to further their careers in music (study or
performance).

Sec. 2. This Fund shall be increased by:

a. A memorial gift of $10.00 from the Club treasury
upon the death of an Active member.

b. Other gift memorials from friends or members.

c. Bequests from members or friends provided in their
wills.

d. Gifts.

e. The interest annually on this Fund, on the Savings
Account of the General Fund of the Club, and on the
Sustaining Fund of the Artist Series.

Sec. 3. An applicant for a scholarship or loan must be
sponsored by an Active Member of Ladies Musical Club. and
must fill out a questionnaire, obtained from the President.
The complete auestionnaire shall be returned to the President,
and be given by her to the Finance Committee, which shall
investigate and evaluate the reouest, and in turn present it,
with recommendations, to the Executive Board for consider-
ation.

“Sec. 4. In case of a scholarship. the total of sums given
in any one year shall not exceed 75% of the total amount of
interest of the previous year, accrued to the savings accounts
of the General Fund, the Artist Series Fund, and the
Memorial Scholarship and Loan Fund.

Sec. 5. The Executive Board may authorize a loan, or
loans, on which no interest shall be charged, but the total
amount lent in any one year shall not exceed 50% of the
total amount in the Memorial Scholarship and Loan Fund
at the end of the orevious year. When a loan is granted. a
note shall be signed by the recipient and a cosigner, who shall
be responsible for repayment of the loan in case of default.
These signatures must be notarized.
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Sec. 6. All scholarships and/or loans shall be made from
Memorial Scholarship and Loan Fund only. No other
b moneys shall be used for these purposes.

Article XV - Indebtedness and Expenditure
