BY-LAWS

of ‘
THE LADIES MUSICAL CLUB
of Seattle, Washington

Article I

The Ladies Musical Club of Seattle, Washington, is a
corporation of women formed for the purpose of developing
musical interest in Seattle.

Article I —Membership

Sec. 1. The Active members of the Club shall consist ex-
clusively of women, and shall be limited in number to 250.
Active membership shall include the privilege of attending
all Club meetings, programs and the Concert Series, the
right to vote, hold office and take an active part in the
deliberations and conduct of the Club.

a. Active members with a membership of fifty (50) years
or more shall be given an Honorary Life Membership.

Sec. 2. Associates shall include both men and women who
support the Artist Concerts by purchasing season tickets to
the concerts. They are entitled to the privilege of receiving
notices of all functions of the club other than Active
members’ meetings.

Sec. 3. Qualifications for Active membership in the Club
shall be musicianship and the ability to do active work in the
Club. A prospective Active membermust be able to make a
creditable public appearance in her own field, as a soloist or
as a supporting performer, or be outstanding in some field of
musical achievement. (See Art. II, Sec. 4). Prospective
Active members shall be invited by the Executive Board,
according to the following procedure:

4. Anyone wishing to submit a name for Active membership
must carry out the following procedure: Obtain Form
from the Membership Chairman; secure signature of two

Active members as sponsors; submit all information
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requested on Form (musical background, repertoire, etc);
return completed Form to Membership Chairman, who
then refers it to the Executive Board. Upon the approval
of the Executive Board the Membership Chairman shall
refer the name to the proper category of the Membership
Committee. (See Art. VIII, Sec. 1).

b. Prospective members shall be heard in an audition
arranged by the Membership Chairman. This audition
shall be held in the Spring and Fall of each year.

c. Acceptance for membership must be in accord with
Art. VIII, Sec. 1 (concerning Membership Committee),
with this exception: If the five committee members, as
required in Art. VIII, Sec. 1, have previously heard a
candidate, they may recommend her to the Executive
Board for membership. In such case no audition is required.

d. If the Membership Committee approves a candidate,
and if the Executive Board votes in the affirmative, the
candidateshall receive an invitation to Active membership.
e. Each candidate shall be notified of the result of her
audition.

Sec. 4. The number of non-performing members accepted
each year shall be limited to one, or not more than 10 per-
cent of the total number of new performing Active members
accepted during the preceding year. All applications for non-
performing members shall be sumbitted directly to the
Executive Board for approval. A candidate for non-perform-
ing membership shall have been outstanding in some specific
field of music.

Sec. 5. All Active members shall hold themselves in read-
iness to contribute to the programs or to serve on commit-
tees when requested.

Article IIl —Dues and Fees
Sec. 1. The annual Dues of the Active members shall be
$20.00, which shall entitle them to receive a season ticket to the
Artist Concerts and to participate in all Club activities. Only
those whose dues have been paid may perform on Club
programs.
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The annual FEES of the Associates shall be $28.00 (the
cost of a season ticket to the Artist Concerts.) The
Executive Board shall be empowered to raise the Dues of
the Active members and/or the FEES of the Associates, not
to exceed $25.00 if it is deemed necessary.

Sec. 2. Dues are payable on, or before, lh_e beginning of t_he
fiscal year, June Ist. Active members are delinquent and Artist
Series seating privileges are lost if dues are not paid by July Ist.

a. Honorary Life Members shall be exempt from paying
Dues, but shall be accorded (or shall have) all the priv-
ileges of the Club.

Sec. 3. Active members who have proffered a writt'en
resignation, which has been accepted by the_ Executive
Board, may be reinstated upon payment of a reinstatement
fee of $2.00 plus the current dues and upon the
recommendation of the Executive Board.

Sec. 4. Active members who have been absent from the
city one year or more, may be reinstated upon the payment
of a reinstatement fee of $2.00, plus the current dues and
upon the recommendation of the Executive Board.

Sec. 5. Members delinquent one year may be reinstated
upon the payment of a reinstatement fee of $2.00 and one
year'’s back dues, plus the current dues and upon the
recommendation of the Executive Board.

Article IV —Officers

Sec. 1. The management of the Club shall be vested in a
President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Corres-
ponding Secretary, Treasurer and 10 Trustees who shall
hold their offices for one year. Said officers and trustees
shall constitute the Executive Board. This Board sh‘all have
jurisdiction over all matters of policy _regardmg the
activities of the Ladies Musical Club. It shall fill any vacancy
that may occur in their number.

Sec. 2. Officers and Trustees shall be elected by ballot as
directed in Article VI.
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Sec. 3. The office of l_’resident, Vice-President, Recording
Secretary, Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer shall be
held by the same member for not more than two successive
years.

Article V—Duties of Officers

Sec. 1. The President shall preside at all meetings

Club .and Executive Board; shall annually ap[;goir?tf t:ﬁ
committees and their Committee Chairmen, unless other-
wise provided in these By-Laws, and shall be ex-officio
member of the same. The Members' Book, issued biennially

sha}l be prepared by the outgoing President with the:
assistance of the Corresponding and Recording Secretaries

It shqll be ready for distribution at the first Active members:
meeting in October.

Sec. 2. The Vice-President shall, in the absenc
: ) e of th
President, perform all the duties of the President. X

f. No member of the Club, as such shall receive any finan-
cial profit or gain.

Sec. 2. Specific Funds

a. Checking. The checking account shall receive all reve-
nues and pay all expenses of the Club. Upon the recom-
mendation of the Finance Committee, the Executive
Board may, at the end of the fiscal year authorize the
transfer of any surplus funds in this account to the Invest-
ment Fund and/or the Artist Sustaining Fund.

The Treasurer shall be authorized to transfer to this ac-
count from the Artist Concert Sustaining Fund a sufficient
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amount to meet the expenses of the Artist Concerts as
budgeted.

b. Investment. The Investment Fund shall receive and
hold for reinvestment all monies obtained through the
sale of securities and those allocated to this fund by the
Executive Board from surplus funds in the checking
account at the end of the fiscal year.

c. Kilpatrick-Rhodes. The Kilpatrick-Rhodes Fund shall,
at the request of the donor, remain forever intact. At the
close of each fiscal year, the interest from this savings
account shall be transferred to the Active Scholarship
Fund and used for the scholarship gifts during the follow-
ing year. Any Scholarships from this fund shall be desig-
nated as such.

D. Memorial Endowment. The Memorial Endowment
Fund shall receive all bequests and memorial gifts, includ-
ing the transfer of $10.00 from the Club treasury upon the
death of an Active member with two exceptions of 1—
memorial gifts specifically allocated by the donor to the
Active Scholarship Fund for immediate use; 2—unspeci-
fied memorial gifts which shall be immediately allocated to
the Artists Sustaining Fund. At the close of each fiscal
year the interest shall be transferred to the Active Scholar-
ship Fund.

e. Active Scholarship. The Active Scholarship Fund,
available for immediate use, shall receive all gifts or be-
quests as are specifically designated as contributions to
this fund. This fund shall also receive the profits from
benefit events and the interest annually from the Kil-
patrick-Rhodes Fund and the Memorial Endowment
Fund. These monies shall be available to music students
who need assistance in furthering their careers in music
(study and performance). Applications for scholarship
shall be in writing, shall be investigated by the Scholar-
ship Committee and presented to the Executive Board for
consideration.
